A) I think the first thing that we have to do is to draw a diagram and label what’s given.
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Now that we did that we can now find it’s volume by using the for formula

V  = 4(r^3 
to find its volume. 
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V = 4((1.8)^3
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V = 24.43 m^3


The problem tells us that an additional 20 m^3 of air is pumped into the balloon,


Therefore we have to add 20 m^3 into our original volume.

24.43 m^3 +  20 m^3  =  44.43 m^3

(   The new volume of the balloon is 44.43 m^3.
